NUMERACY


This half term children will be learning to:


Secure their understanding of all four number operations, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.


Solve lots of word problems related to number, money, measure and time.


Use symbols to record and interpret number sentences with missing numbers.


Recognise fractions of shapes and calculate fractions of numbers.


We will be checking which times tables the children have learned. All children should know 2, 5, and 10’s and some children will know 3 and 4 times tables as well.

Here are  some suggestions.


Listen to your child read regularly, encouraging them to use phonic and reading strategies to decode new words. Also ask them questions about what they have read to ensure they understand the meaning of the text.


Practise 2, 5, 10,3 and 4 times tables.


Use  day to day opportunities to help  your child  to tell the time and use money.


Encourage your child to use mathletics, all the children  have been given  their own password. This website has lots of fun games and activities for children to embed their maths learning.


Please support your child to complete every homework set. The hand in dates for this half term are in the learning log.


In addition, this term, your child may bring home a maths worksheet to complete over the weekend to support their learning in class. These will be sent home on Friday, please return by Monday.
